| BEFORE USING THIS HEATER
When using electrical appliances, basic precautions should 
always be followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, 
and injury to persons.

1.	 Drill holes on the wall according to the instruction in this manual. 
     Warning: Be sure to keep the safety distances as shown on the above drawing.
2.	 Securely push the wall plugs into the drilled holes and fit the screws into the wall 

plugs leaving some of the screws protruding so the unit can be hung.
3.	 Hang the unit onto the screws and securely fit into place.

| HOW TO USE
SAFETY CUT-OFF BUTTON
Please note this unit if fitted with a Safety Cut-Off button located above right of the on-
off switch located at the rear of the unit. The unit will not operate correctly unless the 
heater is installed correctly to a flat even surface which will engage the safety cut-off 
correctly.

Plug the appliance into a AC 230V 50-60Hz socket and press the on/off switch located on 
the back cover, you will hear a beep sound. The power indicator light    shows on.
•	 Press  to turn on the heater, which is in factory default setting when used for the 

first time. If no setting button is pressed for the first use the unit will operate in cool 
fan mode for 60 seconds then enter standby mode.

•	 Factory default settings:
•	 Heating mode: Comfort mode
•	 Target temperature setting: 22°C
•	 Window open function: Off
•	 Timer: Off

(If default settings are different, it will simply be because the unit has been quality tested 
after production).
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•  To stop the heater working, press  to turn off the heater, the indicator will display, 
the  heater will blow cool air for around 60 seconds to discharge heat and protect 
the  element.

•   Unplug the product when not in use.
